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School Council Meeting  

In November, three important documents were posted on the Grasslands website:  our 2009/2009 Audited 

Financial Statements; our revised 2009-10 Budget Report Form; and our 2008/2009 Annual Education Re-

sults Report. 

 

Our jurisdictionôs budget is approximately $38 million.  About 90% of our operating revenues come from 

Alberta Education and about 74% of our expenses are salaries & benefits.  About 79% of the Boardôs oper-

ating expenditures go directly to student instruction; the remainder goes to other departments in the jurisdic-

tion such as transportation, maintenance, caretaking and system administration.  In total, Grasslands spends 

approximately $11 400 for each student in a school year. 

 

The Annual Education Results Report is an essential element of Grasslands Public Schoolôs accountability 

to our various stakeholders, including Alberta Education.  It connects the jurisdictionôs actual performance 

to the results projected in our Three Year Education Plan.  Thanks to our jurisdictionôs strong leadership, 

dedicated staff, diligent students, committed parents and strong community support, we have made progress 

on our goals.  This Annual Report highlights many of the reasons we have to be proud and the ways in 

which we tackle our challenges.
